>Task: For this assignment, you will seek out photos using the web that inspire you, and then you will emulate that style by taking a photo of your own. 

Requirements:
For this assignment, follow the steps below. 

· Be sure you are signed up for a Pinterest account. 
· Now, search the internet (or other media sources) for photos that inspire you. The photos should be a mixture of those that utilize unique photo composition rules such as the rule of thirds, bird’s eye view, worm’s eye view, etc. 
· When you find the photos, pin them to a “Photos that Inspire” board on Pinterest. 
· You should pin at least a dozen photos to your board/collage. Upon completion, choose one photo you would like to emulate/copy. 
· Take a photo that is inspired by your chosen photo. The photo must be something we could use in the yearbook. 
· Create a one-two slide Powerpoint presentation with the photo you chose and the photo you have taken. Included in the slide should be: 
· An explanation of why you chose the inspiring photo
· And explanation of how the photo you took emulates the photo you were inspired by. 
· A description of the unique photo techniques of the two photos. 
· Be prepared to share your short presentation with the class!
